COUNCIL MEETING

MINUTES

October 8, 2013
Mayor Weibel called the Long Grove City Council Meeting to order at 7:00 PM at City Hall.

Roll Call: Present:  Thiessen, Abington, Davis, and Dalton
                Absent:  Barreca
Abington motioned to approve the agenda as presented, Dalton seconded, all ayes, motion carries.
The consent agenda was approved on a motion by Abington and second by Dalton, all ayes, motion carries.

The First Consideration of the Stop and Yield Required Ordinance Amendment 04-2013 and waiving the second and third consideration adding the streets of the Winfield Estates 3rd addition was approved on a motion by Thiessen and second by Dalton.  Roll call vote was taken Ayes-Abington, Dalton, Thiessen, Davis; Absent-Barreca.
Council Compensation Ordinance Amendment 05-2013, Committee members compensated twenty dollars for attendance of a committee meeting. The First Consideration and waiving the second and third was approved on a motion by Abington, second by Dalton, roll call vote-Ayes-Davis, Thiessen, Dalton, Abington; Absent-Barreca.
The City Clerk submitted a grant application to SCRA for fifty percent funding of the City parking lot paving.

DARE Program at Alan Shepard-The City will contract Cpl. Andrew Harris, a certified DARE officer and resident of Long Grove to conduct the DARE Program at Alan Shepard.  Approved on a motion by Davis and second by Dalton, all ayes, motion carries.
Trick or Treat was set for Thursday, October 31 from 6pm to 8pm on a motion by Thiessen, second by Dalton, all ayes, motion carries.  Dalton requested Council consider in the future to set a permanent date for Trick or Treat on the last Saturday in October each year.

Ohl Memorial at Prairie Park-the city clerk reported the Ohls’ have purchased two oak trees for placement at the park in October.  The bench will be placed in the spring.

Abington, Water and Sewer chair, gave a report of the September 19, 2013 committee meeting stating the barbed wire removal, dumpster repositioning, and fence erected around the transformers could be completed this fall.  Additional reshaping of the berm and tree planting will begin in the spring of 2014.

Finance Committee met October 7, 2013 with Bruce Thomas, representative of Allied Waste Services for discussion of a contract extension for waste and recycling pick up.  The contract is under review with the city attorney.  Contract decision was postponed to the next regular council meeting.
Davis motioned for the City Clerk to publish an ad in the North Scott Press for hiring of a Deputy City Clerk with application deadline of November 1, 2013.  The motion was seconded by Thiessen, all ayes, motion carries.

Dalton will contact representatives of the softball and baseball programs to set a Community Service meeting date.

Mayor’s Report-The drilling of the second well is proceeding on schedule.

Council was informed only committee members receive compensation for attending committee meetings. Other council may attend, but are not eligible for compensation.

The Scott County Board of Supervisors passed a Resolution proclaiming Long Grove’s 175th Celebration.

The City Clerk, Mayor and Public Works Director attended the Iowa League of Cities Conference in Dubuque.
